This ride is a replacement for the old NBW 057 Miles
Standish Wareham ride. It retains many portions of the old
route but has been substantially updated for a better start
location and rerouting away from several busy roads. This
new route now stays to the outskirts of Plymouth Center and
rides past Plimouth Plantation, both worthy detours for
those wanting to take in our nation’s history.

This scenic ride heads south along quiet country roads
before turning north through cranberry bog country to
Myles Standish State Forest. The long ride goes through the
forest to Plymouth and past Plimouth Plantation before
returning back through the forest. The 26 miler doesn’t go
through the forest, but it skims close by, and you can add a
couple of miles if you want to detour and check out the pond
and forest headquarters.

This is one of our best rides for a swim in the middle. Bring a
suit or towel and swim in the fresh water kettle ponds of
Myles Standish State Forest.

Water and bathrooms are available at Plimouth Plantation
and at the Forest Headquarters, close to where you enter and
leave Myles Standish.
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
